Course Description

A one-semester lecture/laboratory course in general biology for non-science majors. Surveys the major concepts and principles of biology, including cell structure and function, genetics, ecology, diversity and evolution. Topics related to the human experience are also discussed.

Course Objective

To acquire understanding of basic biological principles with an emphasis in the following areas:

The basis of life:  cellular structure, function and chemistry as well as the basis of inheritance:  genetics, molecular genetics and reproduction.  In addition, major organ systems of the human body: digestion, circulation, blood, respiration and brain/nervous system and major concepts in evolution as well as basic laboratory research skills.

Learning Outcomes: Natural Sciences

"Understanding of  the methods scientists use to explore natural phenomenon, including observation, hypothesis development, measurement of data collection, experimentation, evaluation of evidence, and employment of mathematical analysis. "

There are required online assignments that you will need to complete and a full E-Book version of the textbook is included.  Once you have access to the Connect materials, at your own option you can  purchase a full color printed loose leaf version of the text book and have it sent to you for a nominal fee. 
It is expected that you will have familiarized yourself with the lecture topics before each scheduled lecture. 
You are required to complete all online assignments and quizzes for each chapter to be eligible to take the unit exam that covers those chapters.  This must be completed before each exam.

In addition, there will be in-class quizzes in Lecture and in Lab so preparation is paramount to being successful in the course.

Grading Policy

The final grade will be calculated as follows – 

Overall Lecture Grade -  75%

Overall Laboratory  Grade - 25%.
Remember, you must pass the lab component of the course to pass the course.

The lecture grade will be calculated as follows;

Highest 2 of the 3 In Person Unit exams 20% each = 40%

Online Connect assignments and quizzes – 20% -(Must be done prior to each of 3 unit exams)
Comprehensive Final exam – 25%

In online class quizzes and attendance – 10%

Online Discussion Board Participation – 5%   Prior to each exam you need to post a response to the posted question and also comment on / respond to a fellow classmates response.

The laboratory grade will be calculated as follows; 
Midterm lab practical exam - 20%

Final lab practical exam - 20%

Lab quizzes - 20%

Written laboratory report - 20%

Participation - 20%  This includes attendance, lab exercises, & summary questions

Remember, you must pass the lab portion of the course to pass the course.

Please Note - The connect assignments for each topic must be completed before taking the exam covering those topics. The dates on the assignments may be listed as the last day of this class, but that is only so you can go back and review them prior to the cumulative Final Exam.  In order for the connect assignments to count towards your grade they must be completed before the exam on the material the assignments cover. 


Your exams as well as in class quizzes will be proctored online.  You must have a Windows, Mac, or Chromebook computer with the Chrome Browser and Proctorio Extension for Chrome installed as well as having a functioning video camera, microphone and good internet connectivity to be able to take the exams.  Specific instructions will be included in class announcements and e-mails as we get closer to the exams.  You will not be able to take your proctored exams on a smartphone or a tablet, so please be sure you are properly prepared for this course.  
Make-up exams: Students are strongly encouraged not to miss any examinations.   In the event that an emergency arises and a student  must miss an exam he/she should speak with the professor ahead of time or as early as practicable.  Make up exams may be offered at the discretion of the professor and will most likely be a different format exam covering the same material.  Make up lecture exams will only be given for medical reasons. No make-up practical exams will be given.

It is the student's responsibility to be aware of lecture and/or lab schedule changes, exam dates and any other announcements that may be made regarding the course. The only way I will be able to communicate with you on a regular basis will be during our online class meetings and through your oldwestbury.edu e-mail address and Blackboard Announcements.  It is your responsibility to check your e-mail and your  Blackboard course announcements regularly.

Talking out loud or the use of any study materials or any electronic devices other than those on which you are taking your exams are also prohibited during  all examinations and quizzes.  Any student who is found to be violating this policy will receive a zero for that exam.  Repeated violations may result in  removal from the class and possible additional consequences. Late assignments will not be accepted without substantial point deductions. Unless you contact your instructor ahead of time, you will receive a zero on late assignments. 
Remember. There will be no extra credit assignments that you can complete towards the end of the course to raise grades that are lower than you hoped for.  Since this is a remote course it is expected that you will do a significant amount of work on your own in addition to attending online lectures and labs.  It is highly recommended that you stay on track with the material and study regularly so that you can earn the grade that you want or need.

Withdrawal after seven weeks will be given only for medical reasons. 
Remember - You must receive a passing grade in lab in order to get credit for the course.  Attendance is required online for the laboratory. More than two absences for any reason will result in failure (each 2 times you are late counts as 1 absence).

Proctorio Information

In this course the instructor may require assignments such as exams and/or quizzes to be proctored by Proctorio, a service provided by the College that works seamlessly through Blackboard.  Proctorio will ensure the integrity of the assignment by authenticating student identity before and recording students during the designated assignment period.  Students will need a functioning webcam with a microphone, a reliable internet connection, the Chrome web browser and a quiet, secluded place to complete the assignment uninterrupted.  All recordings are encrypted and only accessible to authorized College personnel, for the sole purpose of classroom administration.  Before the first proctored assignment students will download and install the Proctorio extension for the Chrome browser.
